Then, in August, I will send out an email to let you know that your schedule is available to view, and the time frame to make changes to your schedule if needed. It is usually a few days before school starts through the first rotation of classes.

Fine Arts: One of the main choices you get to make next year is what Fine Art you’d like to pursue. Here is a list of options, and you will find summaries of each of these classes in the Fine Arts Options document in the same email that contains this presentation.

Most courses can be taken repeatedly, or you can sign up for the next class in the sequence. Here are a few notes on particular disciplines:

Intro to Journalism – If you are interested in working on the yearbook or newspaper, the prerequisite for those classes is Intro to Journalism. Please note that the Literary Magazine does not have any prerequisites, so you can sign up for that class in Form I without having a journalism background.
If you are taking Dance or Orchestra, please note that these classes require auditions every year. For Drama, you will be placed in the introductory class in Form I, and then auditions are required every year after that. I believe auditions will be held in May, and your class placement will be determined then.
For other fine arts (like Film, Studio Art, etc.), you will sign up for the next course in the sequence each year that you choose to continue in Upper School.
Technical Theater is unique in that it is a semester-long class, so if you choose this option you will want to sign up for both semesters.

PE/Health: The requirement for Form I is two trimesters of PE and one trimester of Health. While the rest of Upper School is on a semester schedule, PE and Health returned to a trimester schedule this year to align with the sports seasons. 

As in the previous slide, in the same email where you found this presentation there is a link to a form where you will indicate how you plan to fulfill your PE requirement for next year. 
Please note that students who have a PE Exemption (those who play a sport that fulfills their PE requirement outside of Hockaday) will apply for this in August.
